On a motion made by Council Vice President Spillar and seconded by Councilwoman McAuliffe and carried unanimously, Council President Anderson opened the public comment portion of the meeting at 6:03 P.M.
Public Meeting:
Kyle Anderson, Council President: We will now go into the public comments portion of the meeting.  When approaching the microphone, please state your name and what section of town you live in.  You will have a one-time opportunity to speak for up to five minutes.  All videotaping must be taken from the rear of the room in the designated area. Please be respectful of each other and make sure that there are no signs or posters in the aisles or walkway.  Although it allows for five minutes, I will give you a one minute warning, is there anyone wishing to speak tonight?
Marge Petrow, Woodbridge: There is a location in Woodbridge, where we TNR’d 12 cats.  A little old lady was feeding them and she passed away. We took several in our rescue but 5 were left.  2 weeks ago tomorrow they disappeared.  They were vaccinated and she was asking if the cats are protected under any Ordinance. They don’t just disappear. She wants to know who to go to and what happens with the protection of the TNR cats.  She asked if a policy could be created from council to protect the cats.
Kyle Anderson, Council President:  We don’t have any policy to protect cats.  There are no TNR cat or a feral cat policy. We would have to discuss it amongst the council but we don’t know if we will put together a policy.
Judy, Menlo Park Terrace:  Had a cat that was injured and kept it.  Brought home 4 baby cats from a parking lot which she bottle fed to keep alive.  She expressed the importance of the TNR program which helps to stop the multiplying of cats, keep the cats healthy/vaccinated and free from disease.  Her dogs can go out and not worry about catching a disease from the TNR cats.  The program needs to be helped so it can continue.
Arlene Rhodes, Fords: Showed pictures and shared success stories of cats saved with the TNR program.  Without the program, the cats would be walking around.  The shelter doesn’t have the people or the money to keep this problem under control.  Expressed the concern again about the importance of the TNR program and if the township is willing to partner and get the program started. 
John Vrtaric, Woodbridge: Those animals, the cats and the dogs were brought here and we should check licenses. If you have an animal that is registered, you can get the report of what happened to that animal.  He believes the cats and dogs are abandoned because people move in and aren’t allowed to have cats or dogs, so they abandoned the animals and put them outside.  Those people should be held responsible.  Something should be done because it’s sad that they are neglected. 
Was asking who owned Curtains in Avenel? Keasbey park EPA approved or not?
Linda, Iselin: Gives her support to TNR. Let the good humans do the right thing.  Killing doesn’t stop the herd and can’t understand why the township doesn’t want the TNR program.  Since the Mayor helped get the animal shelter, he should do the TNR program as well.
On a motion made by Council Vice President Spillar and seconded by Councilwoman McAuliffe and carried unanimously the public comment portion of the meeting was closed at 6:23 P.M.
Kyle Anderson, Council President:  Thank you to the TNR volunteers for coming in the last few meetings and providing us with information. We, as a council sat down and talked to the Administration and Health Department. We do provide assistance to TNR and so far this year Woodbridge Animal Control TNR’d 21 feral cats and 1 litter of kittens at no cost to the residents.  10 of the 21 were funded by the Woodbridge Animal Group and 11 were funded by Woodbridge Township.  We searched around Central Jersey and no other municipality has a budget line item for TNR programs. We support the job you’re doing and we understand that in your view we may not be doing enough, but after speaking to the Health Dept. we are satisfied with the program and that is our position going forward. We don’t find that this is a problem that is out of control and we get just as many calls from residents complaining that cats are being fed and doing their business on their lawns.   We support what TNR is doing and would never discourage that.
John E. McCormac, Mayor:  The developer owns the land and the Township owns the structure.
